What’s needed? 
 Transportation costs: $300/player payable to the concession stand in a sealed envelope. 
 Spending Money Royals vs. Indians game, Souvenirs, snacks, Bowling, Pool, Video games etc.  
    Movie, possible ASU game.  Amount is completely up to parents.  Kids will
    have all their basic needs cared for. 
Clothing: 
 Sweats, Light Jacket, Swim Suit, Shorts and T’s, Eagle Spirit pack wear.  When we’re out as a team
 we expect the kids to dress nicely.  Clean, neat, and representative of the school, parents, and coaches 
Rules and Regs: 

1. All school rules apply while on this trip. 
2. A player may ride with his parents but….not in any other vehicle other than the 

team bus.  A parent may not give permission for their son to ride with anyone 
other than the school provided bus.3. 

3. Drugs and Alcohol.
